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Our Commitment to Privacy
Your privacy is important to us.  We are committed not only to privacy, but to total protection of your right to attorney/client privilege and confidentiality.  To better protect your privacy, we provide this notice explaining our online information practices and the choices you can make about the way your information is collected and used.  To make this notice easy to find, we make it available on our website and at every point where personally identifiable information may be requested.

The Information We Collect
This notice applies to all information collected or submitted on our website, www.thebryantfirm.com, as well as all information collected in furtherance of a client’s case.  On some pages on the website, you can request information from an attorney and register for events hosted by The Bryant Firm.  The types of personal information collected at these pages are your name, address, email address, telephone number, debit/credit card information, and basic information about your case.  It is also possible to submit information about other people to better describe your case.  When you actually become a client of The Bryant Firm, we will request additional information such as your social security number, income, fax number, driver’s license number, the social security number of your children or spouse, personal information regarding an opposing party, assets, insurance policies, employment data, and other personal information.

The Way We Use Information
We use the information you provide about yourself when requesting information or making a seminar reservation only to provide the information you request or secure your attendance at one of our seminars.  We do not share this information with outside parties except to the extent necessary to achieve these two purposes.

We use the information you provide about someone else only to better develop a legal opinion for your request for information.  We do not share this information with outside parties except to the extent necessary to develop a legal opinion for your request for information.

We use the information you provide once you become a client of The Bryant Firm to comply with various laws requiring that information in order to proceed with your case and to properly provide the best legal services possible.  We share this information with government agencies and courts only as required by law.  We may also share this information with other attorneys through the discovery process as required by law or through a consult with an expert about your case.  All other aspects of your case, unless specifically waived by you in writing, are held under the strictest of confidence as required by law.  Attorney/Client Confidentiality means that no attorney, employee, or agent of The Bryant Firm may disclose any information regarding your case whatsoever.  Attorney/Client Privilege means that no person, Court, or other authority can require any attorney, employee, or agent of The Bryant Firm to disclose or testify about your particular case without proper authority of law.  We also use your personally identifiable information in maintaining our “conflicts database” which is a running list of clients and opponents which have engaged The Bryant Firm.  The purpose of keeping this information on file is to prevent any attorney of The Bryant Firm from accepting a case in which his or her previous involvement with a related individual would create an unethical conflict of interest.  We do not share our conflict database information with any other party except as required to prevent a conflict of interest.
We use return email addresses to answer the email we receive.  Such addresses are not used for any other purpose and are not shared with outside parties.

You can register on our website to follow our blog.  Information you submit on our website will not be used for this purpose unless you subscribe to follow the blog.  Should you desire to be placed on our mailing list, we will use your information to send you a newsletter.  All of these services can be ended by contacting The Bryant Firm.

We use non-identifying and aggregate information to better design our website and marketing strategy, and to share with advertisers.  For example, we may tell an advertiser that X number of individuals visited a certain area on our website, or that Y number of men and Z number of women filled out our registration form, but we would not disclose anything that could be used to identify those individuals.

Finally, we never use or share the personally identifiable information provided to us online or in person in ways unrelated to the ones described above without also providing you an opportunity to opt-out or otherwise prohibit such unrelated uses.

Our Commitment to Data Security
To prevent unauthorized access, maintain data accuracy, and ensure the correct use of information, we have put in place appropriate physical, electronic, and managerial procedures to safeguard and secure the information we collect online and in person.

Our Commitment to Children’s Privacy
Protecting the privacy of the young is especially important.  For that reason, we never collect or maintain information at our website from those we actually know are under 13, and no part of our website is structured to attract anyone under 13.  In all family law cases regarding children, the law requires all confidential information of the children be placed on a “confidential information sheet” and kept in a sealed file other than the public case file.  For this reason, The Bryant Firm is required to collect identifying data on children.  This information is secure and only used for the purposes of complying with applicable state and federal laws, and the proper and total representation of clients of The Bryant Firm.

How You Can Access or Correct Your Information
You can access all your personally identifiable information that we collect online and maintain by contacting The Bryant Firm in writing ten (10) business days before your information is needed.  We use this procedure to better safeguard your information. 

You can correct factual errors in your personally identifiable information by sending us a request that credibly shows error.

To protect your privacy and security, we will also take reasonable steps to verify your identity before granting access or making corrections.
